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40th Bucks County Designer House & Gardens 
Discover Villa d’Braccia and Support the Mission of the VIA
CHALFONT — The 40th Bucks County Designer House & Gardens presented by the Village Improvement Association of Doylestown (VIA) is the Mediterranean-inspired Villa d’Braccia in Warrington Township. 
Tours start April 26 and run through May 30 (closed Memorial Day). Many of the area’s top designers and landscapers started transforming Villa d’Braccia several weeks ago. Guests are invited to tour the house and grounds, check out the special boutiques, and enjoy lunch at the Arbor Café. 
The Bucks County Designer House & Gardens is more than a beautifully renovated home. It is the largest fundraiser sponsored by the Village Improvement Association of Doylestown, which is celebrating its 120th anniversary of serving the community and improving the health and welfare of local residents. 

Since its inception more than 40 years ago, the main beneficiary of the Designer House has been and continues to be Doylestown Health. This all-volunteer effort dates back to 1971, when the VIA held the first Designer House at Wheelbarrow Hill in Holicong. The second was in 1976 at Darlington House in Doylestown, and the third in 1978 at Red Stone Farm in Danboro. Beginning in 1979, with the Hendrie House in Doylestown, the VIA has held a designer house every year. 
Past significant donations to Doylestown Hospital include:
• $750,000 toward construction of the new Emergency Department
• $250,000 for the Reif Heart Institute

• $106,000 for North Lobby renovations and Women’s Services

• $32,000 for improved mammography equipment

In 2011, the VIA pledged $1 million to renovate and expand the newly renamed VIA Maternity Center. The renovations were completed in fall 2013. 

This year’s designer house includes numerous special events, kicking off with the Preview Gala on Friday, April 24. 
The 2015 Bucks County Designer House & Gardens is located at 745 Stump Road in Chalfont. Builder Nicholas Braccia purchased the 68-acre farm in Warrington Township and built the family villa in 1988. Inspiration came from the Abruzzi region of Italy that was Nicholas’ home until he immigrated to the U.S. at age 15.
